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WHO IS THIS GOD? – WHAT IS HIS NAME! 
The Covenant Names Of God...  
Revealing His Nature, Character,   
Attributes & Abilities (HIS Manifestations! To Us)   
With a true and proper knowledge of our covenant with God, we can both discern right 
and wrong doctrines and theological theories.  In this way, the church can receive the full 
understanding of the all-comprehensive covenant, which includes in it all the fragments 
of the covenants of God toward mankind in the name of Jesus.  Study of the names of 
God frees us of misconceptions about the nature, character, attributes, and the abilities of 
God and give us clarity to see Jesus as He truly is. (Rom.12:2; Lk.11:2; Jn. 17:26)  May 
we know God and worship in the full knowledge of who He has revealed Himself to be.    
   

Revering thy Name (Ps. 86:11)   
Jn. 4:23 Worship in Spirit and in Truth. Knowing what we worship.   
Ps. 103:1-3 Remembering the benefits of God through His covenants.   
Ps. 9:10 Know the name of God and trust in Him.

*Jesus Teaches The Disciples The Names Of God (The Declared Name) 
John 17:25-26 “O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known 
thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me. And I have declared unto them thy 
name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, 
and I in them.” 
We are told from Scripture that the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts through the 
Holy Spirit. It is the Holy Spirit who is called our teacher. Jesus taught His own disciples 
the Names of God (showing God’s authority, character, attributes, and abilities ) for the 
sole purpose of revealing God to them (A God Who Cares About And Loves The 
Humanity He Created). It is understanding God’s nature, character, attributes and 
abilities which reveal to us His special covenant love for us through the Cross. All of the 
benefits and promises of God which come to us and are given to us by the Cross, coming 
through the one Name that is above every name and is the final all-comprehensive 
covenant Name from which all the names of God are represented. This Name is the Name 
– JESUS!  



 
“The Keeping Power of Salvation Through Knowing the Name” –  
“The God who has Revealed Himself and the Promise of True Unity!”  
Acts 2:21 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord 
shall be saved.  
John 17:11.....(23) Holy Father, keep through thine own NAME those whom thou hast 
given me, that they may be one, as we are. .... I in them, and thou in me, that they may 
be made perfect in one. 
Once someone have experienced knowing God through His Name, it changes a person 
forever. It is from the depth of understand of who God really is through His revealed 
Name that leads us all into perfect Bible Unity....to know the Bible Jesus! Many 
denominations fail to unify together because they do not receive all of the Names of God. 
 
*The Manifested Name of God (The Manifested Name) 
John 5:20 For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself 
doeth: and he will shew him greater works than these, that ye may marvel. 
 
John 17:6 I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the 
world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word. 
Jesus tell us here that He manifest the Name of God unto the men He disciples. This 
means that they had a first hand knowledge and experience of knowing God in this way. I 
am pointing out here that because of these manifestations they had seen who God really 
is! 
John 14:8-9 Philip saith unto him, Lord, shew us the Father, and it sufficeth us. Jesus 
saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, 
Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us 
the Father? 
 
Jesus manifests the Names of God to the chosen disciples and those who had faith in 
Him. These disciples became the chosen sent ambassadors of the New Covenant in His 
Blood. The Name of Jesus was backed up with His Blood Power given on the Cross. 
Acts 3:6 Then Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee: 
IN THE NAME of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk (YHVH-RAPHA)! 
You see the Apostles were given something...’THE NAME OF GOD- YESHUA or 
JESUS. You have been given something also if you have come into this Covenant. 
You now have become a priest toward God with this Blood Power backing up ALL the 
Names of God in this Covenant in the one name JESUS. We have something to give to 
those who don’t know the Lord....we too can do as Christ did and MANIFEST the Name 
of God to those lost by showing the blessedness, richness, and fullness, of this covenant. 
All it requires by the recipient is simple faith in the Cross of Christ.       
 
TAUGHT TO REVERING THE NAMES OF GOD  
AND TO PRAY THOUGH THEM 
Jesus again is teaching His disciples the Names of God....this time in using the area of 
prayer. His model shows to us first of all the reverencing of the Names of God in praise, 
worship, and prayer. Notice it is the priority of our Lord’s teaching to hallow the Names 



of God. Also it is fundamental in prayer to know the God we are praying to in faith - to 
receive from and entreat Him to act according to His Names which are given according 
to the New Covenant through the Cross of Jesus.  
  
Matthew 6:9-15  After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father (ABBA) which 
art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, 
as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we 
forgive our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For 
thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen. For if ye forgive 
men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: But if ye forgive 
not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. 
 

Luke. 11:2-4 And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in 
heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, 
so in earth. Give us day by day our daily bread. And forgive us our sins; for we also 
forgive every one that is indebted to us. And lead us not into temptation; but deliver 
us from evil. 
 
This prayer Jesus taught reveals to us the nature and attributes of God  and is our 
example for coming to God in prayer....revealing God’s will toward us... a God who is 
acquainted with all our daily needs... but desires fellowship... which means that we come 
trusting in His covenant.... revering Him as He has revealed Himself – BY HIS NAMES!  
 
In reality the Names of God are in the woven  tapestry of the Lord’s Prayer (a revealing 
by revelation knowledge to those who have studied the Names of God)  and are revealed 
through Jesus’ teaching the people “Who is this Father -God.” Of coarse being Jewish 
would have help them a lot (and did) because the people were closer to the Scriptures 
which were read in the Synagogues than Gentiles who had not knowledge of the Bible’s 
revelation – God’s revealing of Himself through His Names. However the Holy Spirit’s 
ministry to men was to reveal the Messiah Jesus to them as God come in the Flesh....and 
the role of Jesus was to reveal who God the Father was....reveal and manifest to them 
HIS NAME!   
      
THE TRUE IMAGE OF GOD BEING REVEALED THROUGH HIS NAMES  
Sin which lays in the hearts of unregenerate men seems to distorts the true image of God 
to men. Because of the corruption of sin in the hearts of men they do not perceive God’s 
person correctly. Jesus knew that if He revealed God’s Names and declare them to His 
followers they would begin to see more clearly and embrace the Father God. It is our 
hope that your understanding of these Names of God will make God’s love more clear to 
you....so you may gain understanding of the richness and fullness of the person of 
God...so you may embrace Him more fully and worship Him more earnestly. 
Jesus said the Father is “looking-seeking” for those True worshipers of His person..... 
  

John 4:23-24 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall 
worship the Father in spirit and in truth (EL-EMET): for the Father seeketh such to 
worship him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit 
and in truth (EL-EMET). 
 



The many covenant blessings that we now have in Christ are due to the Cross. These 
covenant blessings can be overwhelming.  As we properly place our faith in the object of 
the Cross - all the covenant blessings of God now flow to us - we are recipients of all 
these many covenant areas because of who God is toward us - because of this one act of 
atonement upon the Cross -through Jesus Christ-  we now have access by faith!    
 
Names of God Titles Revealed in Scripture 
The first Name revealed to us by God is... 
Elohim/ Elohay used 2,300 times in O.T. / Elohim comes from the Hebrew root meaning 
strength and power. Also has the characteristic of pural in form from Gen. 1:1 In the 
begining “Elohim.”(Let US make...man Gen. 1:26 and John 1:3 pre-existences of Christ) 
This plural form for the Name of God describe the One God or Godhead (Deut. 6:4).  
Elohim is combined with other words to describe certain characteristics about God.

“YHVH” the Hebrew for the Lord is found 7,000 times O.T. . The title is refered to as the 
”Tetragramnation” meaning the four letters for God’s Name. YHVH from the Hebrew 
verb “To Be” is the special Name revealed to Moses. God said,”I AM who I AM” – 
Moses said, “I AM has sent me to you.” This is MY ETERNAL NAME (Exodus 3:14-
15). YHVH declares God’s Absolute Being and Nature – the source of EVERYTHING!- 
Without begining or end. Some have pronounced YHVH as “JEHOVAH  or YAWEH”. 
Scholars don’t know the pronunciation.  The Jews stopped pronouncing this Name in 200 
AD. Out of fear of breaking the commandment of speaking God’s Name in vain (Exodus 
20:7). Today they pronounce “ADONAI” in place of YHVH.  YHVH is used in Scripture 
YHVH-ELOHIM – Lord God (Gen. 2:4).

Philippians 2:9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a NAME  
which is above every name... 
 



The Lord who has revealed Himself as YHVH in the O.T. has revealed Himself in the  
N.T. as YESHUA -God with US – IMMANU-EL  (Isa.7:14;I Tim.3:16) who has 
tabernacled with US (I Jn.1:1-2). Jesus who shares the same titles and attributes as 
YHVH and clearly claimed to be equal with YHVH is GOD MANIFESTED IN 
HUMAN FLESH!  
1John 4:3 And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ (YHVH) is come in the 
flesh(IMMANU-EL) is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have 
heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.   
Jesus being God come to us in human flesh is part of the Triune Godhead consiting of 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit....One God in Three persons as reveal in the Name ECHAD 
which indicates a cluster or composite unity of the Godhead.  
In John 8:56- 59, Jesus presents Himself as the “I AM” :  Jesus said unto them, Verily, 
verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I AM. Then took they up stones to cast at 
him: but Jesus hid himself, and went out of the temple, going through the midst of 
them, and so passed by. When challenged regarding His claim of seeing Abraham 
(revealing the pre-existence of Jesus with the Father in the Godhead) who lived some 
2000 years earlier, Jesus says “I AM!” The Jewish leaders here understood this as Jesus 
claim to be the Messiah-God in the flesh (Isa 7:14) and Jesus’ claim to be equal with 
YHVH! When asked later at His trial by the head leader of the Jewish rulers, “ARE YOU 
THE SON OF THE BLESSED ONE (YHVH)? Jesus replied “I AM!” (Mk.14:62). 
Mark 14:61-62 ... Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the 
Christ, the Son of the Blessed (YHVH)? And Jesus said, “I AM”: and ye shall see the 
Son of man sitting on the right hand of power (refers to sitting upon the White thrown 
of God in the judgment), and coming in the clouds of heaven(refers to the second 
coming of Christ). 
Mark 14:63-64 Then the high priest rent his clothes, and saith, What need we any 
further witnesses? “Ye have heard the blasphemy”: what think ye? And they all 
condemned him to be guilty of death. 
These claims of deity and equality with God were not anything new... they were exactly 
what Jesus always claimed about Himself.  
John 5:17-18 But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh hitherto, and I work.  
Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not only had broken the 
sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, making himself equal with God. 
 

JESUS IS THE MIGHTY GOD! 

There are passages in the Hebrew Scriptures which indicate that the Messiah is Yahweh 
God coming to redeem his people. One such passage is found in the book of Isaiah: 

 Isaiah 9:1:2, 6-7 

“But there will be no gloom for her who was in anguish. In the former time he 
brought into contempt the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, but in the latter 
time he has made glorious the way of the sea, the land beyond the Jordan, Galilee of 
the nations. The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; those who 
dwelt in a land of deep darkness, on them has light shined… For to us a child is born, 



to us a son is given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder, and his name 
shall be called Wonderful Counselor, (((Mighty God))), Everlasting Father, Prince of 
Peace. Of the increase of his government and of peace there will be no end, on the 
throne of David and over his kingdom, to establish it and to uphold it with justice and 
with righteousness from this time forth and forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of 
hosts will do this.  

Isaiah says that a child is born who is also a Son that shall be called the Mighty God. Many 
Jewish rabbis believed that this passage refers to the Messiah, interpreting it Messianicly. 

“God The Son” – Jesus Christ! 
Jesus is God –the second part of the Trinity Godhead 
Ps.16:10; Acts 2:27;2:31;13:35 CHACIYD –The Holy One – means: Son of YHVH – 
Sacred Son of God (The Messiah) Linked to Ha-Theos meaning: “The God” 
John.1:2 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word 
was The God. 
 
John 1:1-3 In the beginning was the Word (preexistent Jesus), and the Word was with 
God (the Father and the Son together), and the Word (Jesus) was the God. The same was 
in the beginning with God (the Father). All things were made by him (by Jesus); and 
without him (Jesus) was not any thing made that was made (of creation). 
 

Philippians 2:6-8 Who (Jesus), being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be 
equal with God:  But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a 
servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  And being found in fashion as a man, he 
humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 
 

Heb 1:8 But unto the Son (Jesus) he (the Father) saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever 
and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom. 
 
1Tim. 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest 
in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on 
in the world, received up into glory. 
 

John 20:28 And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God. 
 

Col 2:9 For in him (Jesus) dwelleth all the fulness of the (deity of) Godhead bodily. 
 

1John 4:3 And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not 
of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and 
even now already is it in the world. 
Jesus Who Is The Express Image Of God 
Col 1:14-18 In whom (Jesus) we have redemption through his blood, even the 
forgiveness of sins: Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every 
creature: For by him (Jesus) were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in 
earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or 
powers: all things were created by him, and for him: And he (Jesus) is before all things, 
and by him (Jesus) all things consist.  
And he (Jesus) is the head of the body, the church: who (Jesus) is the beginning, the 
firstborn from the dead; that in all things he (Jesus) might have the preeminence. 



 
2Corin. 4:4 In whom the god (the devil) of this world hath blinded the minds of them 
which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of 
God, should shine unto them. 
 
Heb. 1:3 Who (Jesus) being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his 
person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself 
(Jesus) purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high 
 

Corruption Of The Image Of God 
Roman 1:23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like 
to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. 
 
Eph 4:14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about 
with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby 
they lie in wait to deceive 
The Bible says that the image of who God is will be cut way upon by false teachers and 
formed into another image. In doing so, that image is always reduces from the true image 
of God into a lesser nature, character,  attributes , abilities, manifestation toward us.  
Whole religious denominations have been created and built just to accommodate for the 
lesser view and reduction of God’s image!  
This has happened because Satan went to work right away cutting away at the image of 
God who is Jesus Christ, to take away from who God is toward us today. People won’t 
have faith or expectation toward God in receiving from Him if the image of God has been 
successfully cut away upon to the point where it damages one’s insight and belief system 
from understanding who God truly is. 
Satan has his ministers – pervert the image of God into Another Jesus. 
2Corin. 11:4 For if he (Satan’s minister) that cometh preacheth another Jesus, whom we 
have not preached (the church is founded upon the Apostles and Prophets Jesus Christ 
being the chief cornerstone) , or if ye (((receive))) another spirit, which ye have not 
received, or another gospel.... The Apostle is warning us here that Satan and his ministers 
are going about to attack the image of God who is Jesus, to turn our revelation of the true 
image of God, Jesus, into the  lesser form, or even into corruption (like unto sinful 
humanity). The purity of the image of God which is Jesus is what Satan wants to mare. In 
fact it is this of creating a graven image of God which is stated in the second 
Commandment which sinful humanity wants to follow, and not a righteous God who is 
pure and holy. When the image of God which is reveal to us through the Scriptures in the 
Names of God – looking at Jesus, is cut upon and striped away theologically we often 
find the mouth of the Lord taken off His image which means His Holy Word the Bible 
which is inspired and God-Breathed is now excluded in the modern systems of religion. 
We also find that the arms of the image of God have been cut off, meaning that the false 
teachers have made the image of God without any ability toward those they are teaching. 
Modern religion has been actively cutting away at the image of God because they seek a 
justification for themselves, they find the revelation of God to be too convicting, and they 
seek a God made into their own image (imagery of their own made up god which is in 
reality IDOLITRY) making their faith and religion into Idolatry. However the image of 
God in the person of Jesus remains foundationally sound because the Scriptures and 



Names of God have declared God person despite their efforts to deceive. We have been 
warned about those who will seek to make disciples after themselves. 
Acts 20:29-30 For I know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves enter in 
among you, not sparing the flock. Also of your own selves shall men arise, speaking 
perverse things (teaching falsely), to draw away disciples after them.                 
 
JESUS CHRIST THE IMAGE OF GOD! 
Jesus is the very image of God. He is the expressed image of the person of God (the 
Father). Jesus is God. When we are studying the Names of God we are coming into the 
understanding of who God really is through His covenant sacrifice of Jesus and what to 
expect of God toward us when we have our faith centered in the Cross. The revelation of 
who God is toward us in this covenant is directly understood by the revelations of His 
Names. As we comprehend God through these Names it builds in totality the image of 
God. Jesus manifested the Names of God to show His disciples who God is. Seeing Jesus 
as the Tabernacle of God – God in human flesh - as spoken in I John chapter 1,and  
Philippians 2:6-11 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal 
with God: But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, 
and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled 
himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.  
Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every 
name: That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things 
in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus 
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.        
 
James 1:17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from 
the Father of lights, with whom (God) is no variableness, neither shadow of turning. 
Heb 13:8 Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever. 
God doesn’t change toward those whom He has given His covenant to. God is faithful 
and doesn’t vary, He doesn’t shift, neither is He a sinful man that He will lie to us.

11 He shall see of the travail of 
his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify 
many; for he shall bear their iniquities. 12 Therefore will I divide him a portion with 
the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out 
his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin 
of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.
